The £23M Elmer Square development is a
three way joint enterprise between
Southend-On-Sea Borough Council, the
University of Essex, and South Essex
College of Further and Higher Education.

The Forum provides an integrated
community and academic public library
alongside a teaching facility for the
College and a modern learning
environment for the University.
University facilities will include a 200-
seat lecture theatre, teaching rooms and
a learning hub, which will provide IT-
enabled group and open study areas and
quiet reading areas.
